NOTE:  The Matthew 25 Project involved both the gift of money to households 

and the generation of profits ï requiring special attention when filing oneôs Income 

Tax return.  The Finance Council offers the following for consideration when pre-

paring your tax return: 

"Concerning Matt 25, you should consult your tax adviser on the tax consequences. 
Principles to consider: 
1.) Matt 25 funds earned are considered income and expenses incurred may be 
deducted from these earnings. Report the net income realized on Line 21 of your 
Federal F1040. 
2.) Matt 25 funds returned may be considered a charitable donation; report on Fed-
eral Schedule A. 
3.) The Matt 25 seed money ($100) was considered a gift and not required to be 
returned. Therefore, it is not taxable and if returned should not be deducted."

 To confront these tendencies, the Collection for the Church in Latin America  supports pastoral projects that en-

gage Latin American parishioners in their faith, strengthening their sense of mission and identity with the Church. Your 

generous support of the Collection provides evangelization in rural and poverty-stricken areas, religious training, and 

catechesis and formation programs.

Father Paulôs Ponderings 
 

 
   Almighty Father, direct each thought, each effort of our life, so that the limits of 
our faults and weaknesses may not obscure the vision of your glory or keep us 
from the peace you have promised.ó 
 
   I ask each of us to pray this prayer every day this week, and to pray it for ourselves, 
our family members, for all the baptized in our nation; for those in Haiti and in every 
nation. And to remember that in every Mass celebrated in our world, Christ is present 
praying this prayer for all. 
   The natural disaster in Haiti has brought so many nations together to provide humani-
tarian help.  In this immense loss of life and property, is it not hopeful to see so many 
nations of different political persuasions coming together in compassion for the thou-
sands of victims?   
   We are one body of humanity, no matter our different nationalities, skin color, politi-
cal persuasion or language. And, if baptized, we belong to the one body of Christ 
whom we embody in our persons, in our relationships. 
   òBrothers and sisters: As a body is one though it has many parts, and all the parts of 
the body, though many, are one body, so also Christ. For in one Spirit we were all bap-
tized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free persons, and we were all 
given to drink of one Spirit. Now the body is not a single part, but many. You are 
Christõs body, and individually parts of it.ó 1Cor. 12-17 
    And what is our mission with and in Christ? Hear todayõs word of Christ quoting 
the prophet Isaiah :  
    òThe Spirit of the LORD is upon me, because he has anointed me to bring glad tidings 
to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and recovery of sight to the 
blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord. 
    Rolling up the scroll, he handed it back to the attendant and sat down, and the eyes 
of all in the synagogue looked intently at him. He said to them, òToday this Scripture 
passage is fulfilled in your hearing."  
   Let us pray today for the thousands of people from many nations, our parishes 
and diocese,  who gather in Washington DC to march in protest against the Wade 
vs. Roe Supreme Court decision supporting abortion January 22, 1973, and Presi-
dent Obamaõs decision January 23, 2009 to allow the use of American money to 
support abortions in Mexico. And let us pray for the courage to create a culture of 
life through changing all hearts and laws that do not respect every human life of 
any age, creed or color.
