Never Unacceptable 
 

 In todayôs Gospel we hear the con-
tinuation of last weekôs reading; it tells 
of what happened when Jesus returned 
to his home town after beginning his 
public ministry with his miracles and 
teachings.  The people there were at 
first amazed at the gracious words he 
spoke.  But, just as quickly, they turned 
on him in fury ï they couldnôt accept 
being told anything by a local son of a 
carpenter.  They attempted to take Our 
Lord to a cliff so they could throw him to 
his death. 
     Being told what we are doing, or not 
doing, is wrong, can be upsetting.  But, 
being told we are doing wrong by some-
one close to us, somebody we know 
and know about can be unbearable.  It 
doesnôt mean they are wrong.  It just 
means we donôt want to hear it ï espe-
cially from someone who could be as 
weak as we are. 
     The Gospel message, is never unac-
ceptable because of who presents it.  
Actually, it is all the more acceptable in 
such cases for it comes from Jesus ï 
who came for the weak and the fallen; 
not the sinless. 
     May we be open to those closest to 
us, who out of love want to help.  May 
we listen to what they have to say.

 In most Catholic parishes, 

groups of adults prepare to re-

ceive the sacraments of initiation 

at the Easter Vigil through a 

process known as the Rite of 

Christian Initiation of Adults. 

The traditional Lenten practices 

of fasting, prayer and almsgiv-

ing are still observed, but are 

done so with the purpose of re-

calling our bap-

tism and in 

solidarity with 

those preparing 

to be baptized 

and received 

into the 

Church.
