 FEAST OF THE HOLY TRINITY 

WHERE DOES OUR GOD DWELL? IN THE OUTER COSMOS?? 

 

 

   The alternative prayer in our Catholic Liturgy for this feast reads: 
God, we praise you: Father all-powerful, Christ Lord and Savior, Spirit of love. You re-
veal yourself in the depths of our being, drawing us to share in your life and your love. 
One God, three Persons, be near to the people formed in your image, close to the world 
your love brings to life. 
   Wow! Is it possible for us to experience the movement of the Holy Trinity within the 
depths of our being? Within the depths of our relationships? 
   Remember the words of Jesus òwhere two or three are gathered in my name, there I 
am!ó (Mt 18:20) and òIf you keep my commandments I will ask my Father and he will 
send you another Paraclete to be with you alwaysó John 14:16...ó And "If anyone loves 
me, he will obey my teaching. My Father will love him, and we will come to him and 
make our home with him.ó (John 14:23) 
   Our God is within us. Our God is within our relationships. Why? To love us into whole-
ness of mind body and spirit. To love us into compassionate caring communities of faith 
hope and love.   To use our hands, eyes, and hearts, imperfect as we are, to touch an-
other in their brokenness with the Divine love within us that is contagious! 
   Someone likened our humanity to a large spiderweb! Just touch it anywhere and the 
whole web trembles.
